Es dificil creer que el aborto sea legal
en un pais cuya declaracion de la independencia dice,
“Mantenemos estas verdades manifiestas, que todo hombre
es creado igual, que ellos son dotados por su Creador con
ciertos derechos no alienables, entre éstos son la vida, la
libertad y la busqueda de la felicidad.” El corazon de un bebé
comienza a palpitar en el vientre de su madre a los 22 dias.
Esto es una tragedia e injusticia que a un doctor le permitan
parar aquel latido del corazén durante los siguientes 244
dias, en la mayor parte de sitios.

Como Sacerdote, he tratado con mujeres acerca de la
devastacién de aborto desde que fui ordenado, mujeres que
han venido al Sacramento de Reconciliacion y mujeres que
han venido para hablar conmigo fuera de este sacramento
sobre abortos que ellas han tenido en el pasado. Aunque un
aborto pareciera ser la mejor respuesta para salir de una
situacién complicada, es algo que frecuenta a tantas
mujeres. Les mienten para animarlas a que tengan un
aborto. Se quedan buscando sanacion y consuelo. Solo
puedo ver el aborto legalizado como una tragedia nacional.

Creemos que cada ser humano es un regalo de Dios.
Tristemente, nuestro mundo no siempre ve a los nifios como
un regalo de Dios. Nuestra fe Catolica continuamente nos
llama fuera de complacencia en accién ante esta tragedia
nacional. Es facil ser complaciente con el aborto porque es la
realidad de nuestro mundo y porque los presidentes contra
el aborto y legisladores federales no han podido cambiar
esta realidad considerablemente. Por favor haga oracion de
una manera especial este viernes por los millones y millones
de victimas del aborto — bebés, madres y padres. También
pida para que haiga un fin a esta manera tragica de muerte y
por la proteccion de cada nifio en el vientre. El viernes es un
Dia Nacional de Reparacion y Penitencia para el Pecado del
Aborto. Este es un dia de Oracion en Santisimo, de ayund y
hacer otros actos de penitencia. Por favor también use el
volante dentro de nuestro boletin para contactar a nuestros
lideres del gobierno para asegurar de la forma final de la
reforma de asistencia medica no use fondos del gobierno
para pagar por abortos y derechos de conciencia de
profesionales de asistencia médica.

Que Dios bendiga a cada uno de ustedes. Mis oraciones
estan con usted.
